Gay Bars & Pubs

» Retro Bar — Classic gay bar with relaxed vibes
and great cocktails, not far from Covent
Garden.

« Ku Bar — Large, multi-level spot with lively
music and crowd.

« Halfway To Heaven — Iconic Soho gay bar
with fun crowds and drag events most nights.

« The Yard Bar Soho — Beloved Soho bar mixed
with popcorn, cocktails and a buzzy terrace
vibe.

« Circa Soho — Stylish queer-friendly bar with
great drinks and lively evenings.

« Comptons — Classic Soho favourite with loads
of character and regular crowd.

« Rupert Street Bar — Chill pre-club bar in Soho
(great starter spot for a night out).

« She Soho — Lesbian and queer-friendly bar on
Old Compton Street with a welcoming crowd.

« Heaven — Legendary nightclub with LGBTQ+
club nights (big dancefloors).

« Vault 139 — Nearby queer-friendly bar with a
buzzy underground feel.
